Cath Kara

Cath Kara took up this position in August this year
and has four main areas of responsibility.

Those areas are referees and regional referee
officers (RROs), the BBNZ annual events calendar,
the BBNZ apparel process and general operational
support through project work.

Cath has been involved in basketball for many years
including playing, coaching, refereeing, and
administrating. Her background is law enforcement,
financial crime analysis and some work with FIBA
Oceania while domiciled in the Cook Islands for five
years.

The path for a BBNZ referee has been clouded by
staff changes at BBNZ. Cath has been tasked with
clarifying those opportunities and clear pathways for
referee development.

She will be working on the identification of a process
for referees to earn qualifications and accolades,
including the ultimate attainment of FIBA
certification.

Cath will work with the technical commission around
the introduction of new FIBA rules and
requirements, and also FIBA/BBNZ related events,
including the launch later this year of the FIBA33
programme.

Some of the other project work Cath is currently
involved in includes a generic review process for
national teams, review of BBNZ governance
systems and documents, BBNZ and trust funding,
and building relationships between BBNZ and other
basketball providers (e.g. wheelchair basketball and
Special Olympics).

As part of her core duties, Cath will review and
update the referee registration database to allow the
creation of referee profiles, and research and
development around a secondary schools referees
programme.
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Pokie Funding & the Community
Released by Sparc

The Department of Internal Affairs has provided us
an advance copy of an article shortly to appear in
Gambits, their newsletter that goes out to the
gambling sector. This follows up on deputy
secretary Keith Manch’s comments at the recent
sector conference.

Sparc fully supports DIA’s efforts to make the
current system equitable and transparent, and their
drive to ensure the legislation is adhered to both in
letter and in spirit.

Sport and recreation have benefitted greatly from
the present grant distribution system. It is in our
common interest that this system does not come to
such disrepute that wholesale changes are
considered.

As Keith Manch notes all participants in the system
have a responsibility to encourage a fair and
sustainable system, based on integrity and
community benefit. The article is as follows:

Gambling machine societies must be very
transparent, and have community needs and
priorities at the forefront of their funding
allocation decisions.

The Gambling Act 2003 and the Gambling
(Class 4 Net Proceeds) Regulations 2004 hold
non-casino gaming machine operators
accountable for the grants process, and require
it to be accessible and transparent.

Some grant applicants consider the regulations,
which prohibit pre-commitment of grants, lead
to funding uncertainty and impede their ability
to plan strategically. A grant must be made
from available funds and cannot be a promise
to pay in the future.

To provide grant applicants with greater certainty for
long-term planning, operators could, within the
terms of their authorised purpose statement, lawfully
review and change their grants criteria and policies
in order to give preference to some types of grant
applications over others. For example, an operator
might adopt a policy that it will give priority over the
first 10% of its available funds in each quarter to
grant applications for authorised purposes relating
to the next Olympic or Commonwealth Games.
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Several operators could combine to grant millions of
dollars from a single quarter’s profits without the
need to pre-commit. There is no legal impediment
to making large grants, as long as the gaming
machine society has the money to make the grant in
a given quarter and as long as it puts in place
appropriate accountability arrangements to ensure
the grant is spent as intended.

Improving the process

Surveys indicate a sizeable portion of the population
see room for improving the distribution of gaming
machine proceeds. The cumulative effect of poor
decision making has the potential to undermine
community tolerance for the system as whole. For
example, the department hears concerns about:

Arrangements between grant recipient
organisations and venue operators designed
to guarantee funding to the grant recipients
from the gaming machine societies whose
machines are operated at the venue

Grant recipients conferring event naming
rights or other benefits on gaming machine
societies in return for grants

In the sporting area, the inappropriate use of
gambling funding for individual sports
professionals and professional club
expenses.

The public is also concerned that money is being
taken from low socio-economic communities, where
gaming machines are concentrated, and given to
others in different and perhaps better-off
communities or interest areas.
Harm prevention and minimisation and maximising
community benefits should be the ultimate goals of
gaming machine societies. Grant recipients also
need to consider these goals.
They have a big part to play in supporting or
conversely undermining the integrity and
effectiveness of grant making by gaming machine
societies. Grant recipient organisations must avoid
the kinds of behaviour that call the reputation of the
funding distribution model into question.

Alternative models

If significant problems occur, alternative funding
distribution models could be developed without
negatively affecting the total amount of money
available to the community. Such models could
involve community-based decision making, ensuring
that local, regional and national needs were met.
The continued existence of the current method of
distribution will rely on it operating transparently with
integrity, for sustainable community benefit and for
all participants to uphold the spirit of the system.
While the Department of Internal Affairs’ role is to
take a lead in facilitating the achievement of the
act’s objectives and the outcomes they relate to, it is
the responsibility of all participants in the “system” to
ensure that this balance is met.

With the assistance of Sparc, Basketball New Zealand is about to launch its first online learning
module for coach development.

What is the Coaching Safety Net?
The Coaching Safety Net module is a simple and easy-to-complete introduction to a code of ethics
for coaches and basic safety concepts for coaching.

It will help coaches:
Identify key elements of their role and their responsibilities to their players
Provide a safe environment for their players
Identify and apply key strategies for their own protection (and those in their management
team) and relate them to their coaching
