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NBL Preview: Round 5 (Easter) 
 
Round five will begin on Thursday when the top of the table ecogise Nelson Giants travel to Pettigrew 
Green Arena to play 0800 Easy LPG Bay Hawks.  The Hawks will be looking for revenge after losing to 
the Giants 97-74 in round three. The Bay Hawks have had trouble with the Giants in recent history with 
the Giants winning 7 of the last 8 games they have played against each other. The Hawks will need to 
improve on the charity stripe where in their last meeting they shot 11 from 26 (42.3%) and will need to 
defend the perimeter where the Giants shot an astonishing 13 from 16 (81.3%) from beyond the arc. Phil 
Jones scored 32 points in their last meeting and is edging closer to the 5000 career points milestone. He 
is currently at 4955. 
 
Thursday will also include another grudge match when the Youthtown Auckland Stars take on the 
Century City Saints in Wellington. The Stars will need to find a way to stop Saints import Mike Efevberha 
who had 42 points in the Saints 99-92 victory back in round three. The match up of the game will be 
between the Stars Casey Frank and Saints import Damon Thornton. Both are very physical and play 
above the rim. Frank is averaging 22.3 points and 10.8 rebounds a game and 18.8 points and 7.8 
rebounds per game. 
 
The Devon Dynamos Taranaki will look to break their duck when they take on Appliance Shed Harbour at 
the North Shore Event Centre in the third Thursday night match up. The Dynamos bring a familiar face to 
the Furnace on Thursday with former Harbour player Warwick Siddall in their lineup. Other threats include 
their imports Phillip Gilbert and Eric Verneisel who both fired up from outside the three point line in the 
overtime loss to the Nelson Giants last Friday.  Aaron Bailey-Nowell led the Dynamos scorers in that 
game with 28 in a usual high energy performance. Corey Webster’s white hot start to the season cooled a 
little in the loss to the Saints two weeks ago and the young guard can again expect to be heavily marked 
by the visitors. Webster is the leading scorer in the league averaging 33 points per game. 
 
It’s a busy 24 hours for the Heat, with a trip to Christchurch early on Good Friday where they take on the 
Cougars Friday night in back to back NBL games. The Cougars looked impressive in their road victories 
last round and they currently hold their opponents to 40.2 % shooting from the field which is the leagues 
best. Corey Webster will have his work cut out for him when he matches up against Paora Winitana who 
put the clamps on Saints import Mike Efevberha forcing him to shoot 5 from 20 from the field last week.  
 
Youthtown Auckland Stars will also be busy when they travel to Palmerston North to play the McDonalds 
Manawatu Jets on Good Friday. The Jets will be desperate to get a victory to stay in the hunt for a playoff 
spot. The Jets have not beaten the Stars since the 2004 season. One to watch out for will be Jets leading 
scorer Marcel Jones (22 PPG) will go up against Stars leading Blagoj Janev (25 ppg).  
 
Round 5 ends on Saturday when the Dynamos host the Bay Hawks at TSB Stadium. Recent history has 
shown this match up to be close with both teams winning a game a piece in each of the last two seasons. 
Dynamos will need all the help they can get from their bench where they are currently last in bench 
scoring averaging 5.5 points per game whereas the Hawks lead the lead in bench scoring getting 23 
points per game.
