Players who have been identified within a Basketball New Zealand or Association programme and who exhibit the potential to 
play above Association level and are seeking to be involved in BBNZ’s Player Development Programmes. These athletes should 
be nominated by a Basketball New Zealand coach and/or endorsed Association coach.
