Players who have been identified within a Basketball New Zealand or Association programme and who exhibit the potential to 
play above Association level and are seeking to be involved in BBNZ’s Player Development Programmes. This Cluster Camp is 
for the U13s (1998 & 1999 athletes) who have been nominated and endorsed by their local association, and, only those U13s 
and U15s who have been invited by BBNZ following Cluster Camp 1 or 2. Cluster Camps are also open to ALL coaches 
and support staff looking for further development opportunities and/or exposure to BBNZ activities.
